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DOCTOR’S PREVISIT PACKETS

We want to share with everyone about an exciting project that was worked on during the month
while school kids were home relaxing. The staff at Ida Sue School recognized a common problem that
families were sharing with us. The doctor visits and dentist visits. Many families have similar struggles
with their child being relaxed in medical settings. The anxiety that is felt in the child seems to some-
times grow into a larger behavioral struggle which then increases the family’s anxiety which leads to a
nonproductive visit at the doctor or dentist. So after some discussion between parents, teachers, nurs-
ing and occupational therapy an idea was hatched. Stephanie Spangler the O.T. at our school worked
very hard at developing a notebook of social stories about the visit to a dentist. She included with these
stories picture exchange cards that can be placed on the appropriate pages with velcro to help broaden
the way a student can relate to the activities on each page. This can also help the person who is work-
ing with this child on their upcoming visit to the dentist to know what to talk about. In addition to the
dental social story folder we are in the process of collecting sample supplies from a dental office. We will
have a bag that will accompany the folder so that not only can a child look at the pictures and read
about a dental visit but also touch and play with the equipment that is often used during a visit.

Similar to the problem children have with the dentist we also know going to a doctor can be just
as scary so a small scale map of a common doctor’s office has been developed. This map can be used to
help a child explore what an office looks like. A really neat part with this is that along the sides of the
map are several small velcro pictures of the different instruments that are used in the office so that the
child/ parent/ teacher can talk about those procedures that are often done and then place them in the
actual exam room. This map includes a waiting room, exam room, office area, cupboards, and pictures
of a boy child & girl child that can be used to help show the child where the doctor may want to exam-
ine. A bag of common tools will also accompany this kit so that the child can explore the equipment to
help ease the stress of the visit.

If you have any interest in using either or both of these new resources to help reduce your
child’s anxieties to the doctor please call to the school and speak to nursing or O.T. about barrowing
the materials. We want parents to know that we hear your struggles and will also see how we can use
the materials in the classroom to help our students be more comfortable when visiting a medical pro-
fessional. If you have an upcoming appointment and would like for us to talk to your child and go
through this material with them at school call nursing so that we can try to plan a time to visit your
child individually using the resources. We hope you find these kits helpful to your family.

BOY SCOUT TROOP #160 LEARNS ABOUT GOVERNMENT OPERATIONS

Boy Scout Troop #160 is chartered by the PTO at Ida Sue School with 10-15 boys who are actively
working on Scouting skills, merit badges, camping, selling popcorn and most of all living by the goals
and ideals of the Boy Scouts of America. This past July, four boys, their Assistant Scoutmasters Gene
Grosjean and Tom McFadden spent a week at Seven Ranges Scout Reservation camping and having
great fun and interacting with many other boys from Troops all over Ohio, and other states. Each of
the four boys earned a few Eagle Scout required badges and were elected and tapped out into the hon-
orary camping organization of BSA, the Order of the Arrow.

With the school year in full swing, and troop meetings beginning, these boys are continuing their
trail to eagle by learning about their country through the Citizenship in the Nation merit badge. Jo
Anne Page, a merit badge counselor from Killbuck District, one of seven districts in the Buckeye Coun-
cil, is spending several weeks working with the boys on this required badge.

On October 15, 2009, D & S President and Wooster City Councilman at Large, Jon Ansel, volun-
teered to work with the Troop by teaching them about their city, county, state and most importantly
their federal government operations. Jon constructed a color booklet containing pictures and text out-
lining the United States government that followed his powerpoint presentation. Jim Carmichael, Wayne
County Commissioner and past Ohio State Representative, explained the responsibilities of each level of
government, as well as how laws are passed to make things happen for the people. Both men act as
‘watch dogs’ for the city and county.

The boys were told that the federal
government is the highest form of USA
politics and elected politicians from each of
our fifty states travel to Washington
twenty-six weeks each year to make certain
their states get their funding, adopt laws
for regulation, and create new rules for
topics such as health care. Jon shared
this important work with the Scouts, and
relayed how the decisions made on health
care will impact them directly. It was
pointed out that Barack Obama is the ‘top
man’ of the United States, Ted Strickland
is the Governor of Ohio, and that Bob
Brenneman is the Mayor of Wooster.

Jon and Jim discussed the Supreme
Court and its function. The Scouts were
also told that John Boccieri is their US

Congressman from the 16th District which
includes Ashland, Wayne, Medina and
Stark counties. He makes sure we receive
our fair share of tax money. For every dollar each person earns, twenty-five cents goes to the govern-
ment for taxes.

Jon asked the Scouts and leaders if they knew how complicated the running of the government was,
and all agreed that the whole process is very confusing. Jon compared the confusing laws and espe-
cially the health care issue to everyone wanting a large ice cream sundae, but not having enough
money to pay for it.

One Scout, Stevieray Cognion, asked why people were losing their jobs. Jim replied that the econ-
omy is bad right now, and there just isn’t enough money to go around. The Wayne Economy Group
and the various county Chambers of Commerce are working to bring jobs to Wayne County. These jobs
will bring in more taxes which can help agencies such as the Ida Sue School and Nick Amster Work-
shop.

John Tooley, Superintendent of the Wayne County Board of Developmental Disabilities (Ida Sue
School and Nick Amster Workshop) thanked merit badge counselor Jo Anne Page for inviting Jon Ansel
and Jim Carmichael to spend the time and share their expertise with the Scouts of Troop 160.
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We are in the midst of several projects at the Ida Sue School and Nick Amster Work-
shop. The students at the school are preparing for the annual Christmas program to be
held on Thursday December 10, 2009, at the Wooster High School’s Performing Arts Cen-
ter. This year’s themeis “Christmas Around the World”. Mark your calendars for this ex-
citing event.

We are also preparing the 2010 Annual Plan for the operation of the entire program.
